“We decided to remove the paint-
ing -as a result of ocur investiza-
tions. It will remain in the hands
of the police until it is decided
whether or not to prosecute.”
Police several days ago received
instructions to investigate com=
plaints about the painting.
When Mr. Rubin's home was
telephoned last mnight, his wife
said he was busy, and that they
were “not well disposed to the
Press.”

A "“Rand Daily Mail” reporter
and photographer were ejected
yvesterday from Gallery 101, where
the painting was exhibited.
